Crazy Kudu Safaris always had a close association
for the first eight years of their separate existence.
Both companies operated their first safaris in July
1997 and over the ensuing years, individually built
up respected trading names within the Namibian
tourism industry.

On 1st June 2005 Wild Dog
& Crazy Kudu formed a
merger, joining forces to
become one of Namibia’s
largest mobile safari opera-
tors, and the biggest com-
pany in Namibia to specialise
in camping safaris.

We also have a separate
programme of tailor-made
safari departures.  With this
side of the business we
design and create individual itineraries for our
clients, still specialising in groups, but also offering
mobile safari travel to any level required, whether
it be basic camping or five star luxury.

All our scheduled safaris with two or more clients
have guaranteed departures.

Scheduled Safaris
3 Day Etosha Link, Camping
Departs every Saturday

Two days of game driving including an afternoon
game drive upon arrival, a full day game driving
across the Park and a morning drive before return-
ing to Windhoek.

3 Day Sossusvlei Link, Camping
Departs every Tuesday

Dune 45, Sossusvlei (with some of the
worlds highest sand dunes), Deadvlei
and the Namib Desert.

3 Day Eastern Kalahari Bushman &
Batswana Tribes
Departures on request

This 3 day safari is designed to give
you an in-depth look into the lives of
the San Bushman and Batswana tribes,
allowing you to discover them up close
and personal, as we witness their daily
lives and activities.

6 Day Taste of Namibia, Camping
Departs every Saturday

A combination of the 3 day Etosha Link and the
3 day Sossusvlei Link with accommodation on the
middle night in Windhoek included.



7 Day Northern Adventure, Camping
Departs every Friday

Journey north to the Africat Foundation to see
cheetah, leopard and lion and then on to Etosha,
one of Africa’s premier Parks. Then north west to
visit the Ovahimba people and on to Damaraland
to view rock paintings and engravings, proceeding
on to Swakopmund on the Skeleton Coast.

7 Day Southern Swing, Camping
Departs every Friday

Head south, via the Quiver Tree Forest, to the
amazing Fish River Canyon. From here the trip
travels across the “forbidden zone” to the coastal
town of Luderitz and the ghost town of Kolman-
skop, before continuing north across the Namib
Desert to the Sossusvlei dunes.

Enjoy a little more luxury with this fully-
accommodated option and visit the Namib Desert,
Swakopmund and the Skeleton Coast, Damaraland
and Twyfelfontein, the Himba people, and finally
Etosha for some fantastic game viewing.

The itinerary covers all
of “Classic Safari Namibia” with attention given to
sites interesting to kids and on keeping driving
time to a minimum.

Assisted comfortable
camping
The style of all our scheduled camping safaris is
assisted camping.  This basically means that you
will have two crew members with you, a guide and
a camp assistant, who between them will complete
all the driving, day-to-day organisation, shopping,
cooking and cleaning.

All we ask our clients to assist with is the putting
up and taking down of the tents and this is really
just to save time when making and breaking camp.

Safaris include:

1.  All transport
2.  Three meals a day
3.  Coffee and tea in camp
4.  All camping equipment
5.  Park entrance fees
6.  Camping fees
7.  Professional guide
8.  Camp Assistant



Safaris exclude:

1.  Sleeping bag (available for hire)
2.  Alcoholic beverages
3.  Soft drinks and mineral water
4.  Personal travel insurance

Useful items to bring with you:

1.  Two-litre water bottle
2.  Torch
3.  Towel

Essential Information

It is compulsory that you purchase comprehensive
personal travel insurance before you embark on
your safari.  Travel insurance is for your own pro-
tection and we consider it to be an essential part
of modern international travel.

Our tents are dome type and are easy to assemble.
The mattress you are provided with is approximately
5 cm thick and is equipped with a mattress cover.
In addition, everyone is given a camp chair with a
backrest.

Namibia is a low-risk malarial destination but we
recommend that you seek professional medical
advice to enable you to make decisions on personal
malaria protection.

The Namibia Dollar (N$) is linked permanently (with
a ratio of 1:1) to the South African Rand (SAR).
SAR notes and coins are legal tender in Namibia.

Airport transfers and pre- and post-safari accom-

modation can be arranged on request.

Did You Know?
Have Your Say

At the end of your safari your guide will hand you
an evaluation form.  We encourage you to complete
and return it to your guide or a representative of
the company.  You only need to complete your
name and details if you choose to. Please remain
anonymous if you prefer. We study the forms and
do value your comments, both complimentary or
otherwise.

A Little Extra

If you feel that your guide or assistant have really
gone the extra mile to make your safari a truly
memorable experience, our tipping guideline for
both guides and assistants is approximately
N$15.00 to N$20.00 per assistant/guide, per client,
per day of safari. Its probably easiest if you work
as a group on this and collect two separate
amounts in two envelopes. This avoids  unneces-
sary complications for the guide and assistant
when they try and decide what their share is! 
Please remember that tipping is at your own dis-
cretion and the above is just a guideline. Tipping
is only if you feel your crew deserve it.

Cheers

Tap water in Namibia is either purified or comes
directly from boreholes and is therefore safe to



drink.  We supply drinking water from
the tap, but bottled mineral water is
readily available at shops and rest
camps should you prefer it. On the rare
occasion that tap water is unsafe to
drink, your guide will always advise the
group before you arrive in the area. 

Lion’s Lunch

It is forbidden to leave the vehicle in
Etosha National Park unless you are in
camp or other designated area.  Your
guide will advise.

Skeleton Coast

The whole length of Namibia’s coastline is known
as the Skeleton Coast. Please don’t mistake this
for the Skeleton Coast National Park. Our trips
visit the Skeleton Coast, where we see a Cape
Fur Seal colony but we do not have enough time
to travel further north to the National Park. We can
arrange trips to this Park but you need an extra 3
– 4 days and be prepared to fly in.

What’s Goin On?

Every evening, usually at dinner time, your guide
will brief you on the next day’s journey and the
activities which will be available.  This is also the
best time to ask questions.

Dedicated Followers of Fashion

If you like the uniforms worn by our staff, you can

purchase any of our branded clothing at the Wind-
hoek office.

Creepy Crawlies

Our tents are 100% bug proof, but only when they
are closed.  It is your tent for the duration of the
trip, and it is up to you to make sure that you do
not have any uninvited guests in the middle of the
night.

Guarantee:

All our scheduled safaris will run with a minimum
of two clients. If you are the first client to book,
please don’t be concerned, it is very unusual for
us to cancel a trip because we rarely have one
booking. Our consultants will keep you notified as
to the situation with future bookings and will confirm
your trip as soon as the second person books.



Middle (not muddle) nights accommodation:

On our combination trips we include the middle
night’s accommodation in a Windhoek guest-
house.  If you do not know where you are staying
in between the different sections of your safari,
ask your guide to check to avoid any confusion.

Many partings:

At the end of the safari your guide will drop you
anywhere within the city limits of Windhoek. We
can arrange airport transfers but please make sure
you give us prior notice.

Paparazzi:

We are always on the look-out for fresh promotional
photographs. If you have good shots, please share
them with us — we pay N$500 for each photo-
graph we use in our promotional materials.

Weather to camp:

Camping safaris are one of the best and most
economical ways to see Africa and the climate in
Namibia is usually fantastic for camping. On occa-
sion though, the weather conditions in Namibia
can become adverse, with heavy rain, strong
winds, hot sun or cold winters that can make life
under canvas a challenging experience.  Camping
in the bush is not the same as sleeping in a hotel,
and we can be thankful for that, (99% of the time).

Personal:

Your personal belongings, including valuables, are
just that, they belong to you!  Please take care of
them, don’t leave them lying around where they
might vanish and make sure that you have every-
thing with you when you leave the trip.  They are
yours, and yours to replace if they are lost.

Zippered:

The zips on our tents are the heaviest duty you
buy, and most of the time they work perfectly. The
problem with a zip is that you get no warning when
it is going to fail, and occasionally during a trip,
one will break. We check all the zips after each
trip but Namibia’s dry and dusty climate is hard
on zippers, so we would like to request your
understanding if you discover a “dodgy” zip on
your tent.

Be safe, not sorry:

Travel insurance is compulsory for people travelling
on our safaris and we place the onus on our clients
to make sure that they are adequately insured.  It
is also important to realise that should you need
to make a claim on your policy, (for medical ex-
penses for example), it is most likely that you will
personally have to pay any bills up front, at the
time the service is provided.  You will then have to
make a claim against your insurance company,
when you get home. With this fact in mind we
recommend to all our clients that they have enough



funds available to cover any unexpected costs.
Usually the best way to do this is to carry a credit
card with a sufficient credit limit.

Oase Himba Village:

The Oase Himba Village is located about 20km to
the south of Kamanjab in Northern Damaraland
and is inhabited by Himba people who still follow
their ancient, traditional, almost Stone-Age lifestyle.

Oase is a “living village” but it is also an orphan
village.  The Oase villagers have opened their doors
to many orphan children that are cared for collec-
tively by the rest of the village community.  The
orphans are educated in traditional lore at home
and more formally, at the local school which they
attend every day.

To support the orphans and to supplement the
income of all the Oase inhabitants, the villagers
have moved into the tourism market, inviting tourists
to come and visit them at home, opening their
houses and demonstrating their way of life, in a
very relaxed and non invasive way.  The key to the
success of this is that they make a formal charge
for people to come and visit, creating a win-win
situation for all concerned.

The villagers receive a steady income that allows
them to support the children but also allows them
to continue with their traditions, when other Himba
communities are suffering from the effects of
globalisation and are beginning to fall apart.

For visitors it is a unique opportunity to see the
old ways in action, but as an invited guest and
without suffering the discomfort and emotions of
privacy invasion that are attached to so many
modern anthropological visits.

Visas

passports, visas or other travel documents are
valid for the duration of their stay in Namibia and
other areas included in tours, and the company
will entertain no complaints related to invalid travel
documentation. In the event that a client does not
possess the necessary documentation to enter an
area or country on the tour, the company reserves
the right to request the client to disembark from
the tour at the point of entry to such areas or
countries. Should such a case ensue, the company
will not be liable for providing further travel arrange-
ments.

If you are travelling on our 8 day Delta and Vic
Falls trip, please check the visa cost for entering
Zambia. This is to be paid at the border crossing
and they will require US$. If you have a passport
that requires you to obtain a visa to enter Botswana,
please make sure this is a multiple entry visa
because this trip will enter Botswana more than
once.

Health and Personal Safety

The client should be in a reasonably fit, physical
condition, before joining a tour. You are advised
to contact your doctor for advice regarding anti-

malaria and other medical precautions well in
advance of your departure for Namibia.

Tours offered by the company cover
widely diverse areas with regards to

climate and natural environment.
